We camped here three days. 
No cell connection, no sound of a motor, no radio or tv.  Silence.... 
Except for the nighttime yowls of a local hyena! 
Truly a wonderful wilderness!  



Then we stayed two days at Nsobeð 
Sharing meals with monkeys and ducks. 
A beautiful lakeðespecially at sunset. 
But the most exciting adventure here was making friends with real snakes and baby crocodiles!  



This is the last big stop on our camping trip.  Lots of information about these animals from our guides, but 
seeing them up close was quite an adventure.  Most of the óresidentsô are survivors of poaching in Congo, 
but animal lovers have also rescued them from abusive ñpetò owners in other African countries, Europe, and 
Saudi Arabia.  
 
Chimfunshi keeps nearly all the chimps in a huge natural acreage of jungle ð surrounded by a 10 foot high 
electric fence.  Adult chimps are usually unfriendly and dangerous to humans, so this arrangement lets us 
get close to them without fear, yet also lets them run free in the jungle, their natural habitat. 
 
There are signs around warning that sometimes a chimp will try to throw stones at you.  And one did ð 
twice!  And hard!!  And big ones!!!!  Each heavy rock the size of two or three softballs!!!! 
 
Our gang fled, but Fortunately both attacks bounced back when the missile hit that fence. 
My favorite was old greybeard.  A very tough and respected dominant male. 
Chimfunshi is known internationally, so you can probably read more about the place on the Internet.
